BYLAWS OF THE HUNTSVILLE TABLE TENNIS CLUB
1 NAME AND ORGANIZATION

1.1 The Huntsville Table Tennis Club (hereinafter referred to as HTTC) is a non-profit organization whose primary purpose is to promote the sport of table tennis in the North Alabama area.  HTTC shall be officially affiliated with the United States Table Tennis Association.

1.2 Permission of the Executive Committee (EC) or a majority vote of HTTC members at an EC meeting is required for an individual or organization to use “HTTC”, “Huntsville Table Tennis Club”, or any HTTC logo.

1.3 Permission of the EC or a majority vote of HTTC members at an EC meeting is required for an individual or organization to act as a representative for HTTC in any matter.

2 MEMBERSHIP
2.1 Membership is open to any person, regardless of sex, age, national origin, race or religious beliefs, who is willing to abide by HTTC Bylaws and Standing Rules.
2.2 For the purpose of these Bylaws, an HTTC “member” is defined as a member whose annual membership dues are paid up to date and whose membership has not been rescinded as defined in these Bylaws.
2.3 A member may have his membership rescinded only on the grounds the member refuses to abide by HTTC Bylaws and Standing Rules.  A majority vote of voting HTTC members present at a specially called meeting is required in order for the member’s membership to be rescinded.  This meeting shall take place at least seven and no more than 30 days after a petition signed by at least 10 HTTC members has been presented to a member of the EC.  Within seven days of receiving the petition, the officer that receives the petition must give written notification of the petition and forthcoming vote to the member named in the petition.  The EC will announce the time and location of the vote.  At the announced time, the initiator of the petition will be given 15 minutes to present his case.  The member named in the petition will then be given 15 minutes to present his case.  Vote will be by written ballot immediately after the accused member’s presentation.
2.4 The Alabama State Table Tennis Champion, as determined by the EC, shall have one year’s HTTC membership dues waived.  Past State Champions (at the time of ratification of these Bylaws) shall have one year’s HTTC membership dues waived for each year the individual served as State Champion, as determined by the EC.
3 OFFICERS
3.1 HTTC is managed by and Executive Committee consisting of a President, a First Vice-President, a Second Vice-President, a Secretary, and a Treasurer.
3.2 These club officers are elected yearly by a majority vote of HTTC members, as described I these Bylaws.
3.2.1 In the event a member of the EC resigns, is removed, or otherwise becomes unable to serve, the EC shall appoint a member to fill that position. The appointed member shall serve until the next regular election or, at the EC's option, until a special election is called by the EC for the purpose of filling that position.
3.3 Any officer may be removed from office, with or without cause, by a majority vote of voting HTTC members present at a specially called meeting. This meeting shall take place at least seven and no more than 30 days after a petition signed by at least 10 HTTC members has been presented to a member of the EC. Within seven days of receiving the petition, the officer that receives the petition must give written notification of the petition and forthcoming vote to the officer named in the petition. The EC will announce the time and location of the vote. At the announced time, the initiator of the petition will be given 15 minutes to present his case. The EC member named in the petition will then be given 15 minutes to present his case. Vote will be by written ballot immediately after the EC member's presentation.
3.4 The EC appoints and removes committee chairpersons, activity directors, and special project coordinators.
3.5 President: Calls meetings of the EC; sets and distributes agendas for EC meetings; is responsible for enforcing the Bylaws and Standing Rules; can co-sign checks.
3.6 First Vice-President: Acts as President in the absence of the President or at his direction; can co-sign checks.
3.7 Second Vice-President: Acts as President in the absence of the President and the First Vice-President or at the President's direction; can co-sign checks.
3.8 Secretary: Records minutes of EC meetings and distributes copies; can co​sign checks.

3.9 Treasurer: Maintains current ledger account of all expenses, income, and club financial records; establishes and maintains a club checking account; can co-sign checks; regularly reports to the EC concerning the status of the budget; promptly reports to the EC concerning any budgetary problem.
4 EC MEETINGS
4.1 All EC meetings are open to all HTTC members and their attendance is encouraged.
4.2 There will be at least four EC meetings per year (at least one per quarter). The President will announce the time and place of the EC meeting at least 21 days in advance and make that information available at any general club gatherings. The President will notify EC members of the meeting by phone or in person at least seven days in advance.
4.3 Special meetings may be called in the same manner as described for the regular quarterly meetings.
4.4 A meeting may be temporarily adjourned and reconvened at a later date provided the date and time is announced before temporarily adjourning.
4.5 A meeting may be rescheduled at the request of three EC members provided the notification period is met for the revised date and time.
5 ELECTIONS
5.1 Election of officers shall be held annually at the Second Quarter EC meeting (held in April, May, or June). In his announcement of the Second Quarter meeting, the President will call for nominations. At that same time, the EC will make nomination forms available.
5.2 Each HTTC member may nominate a maximum of one HTTC member for each office. The nomination form must be signed by the nominating member and presented to an EC member in order to be valid. Nominations must be given to the EC at least seven days before the election. All nominees must be HTTC members and elected officers must remain HTTC members in order to serve.
5.3 The President will notify each nominated member and will honor the request of any nominee who wishes not to be a candidate for a given office.
5.4 The President will make printed ballots available at the election meeting. Voting shall be by secret ballot. The acting Secretary shall collect and count the ballots in the presence of the members and shall post the vote totals at the election meeting.
5.5 Ballots shall be kept in a safe place by the newly elected Secretary for a period of 30 days, after which time they are to be destroyed.
5.6 Terms of office shall be for one year, from July 1 following the election through June 30 of the following year.
5.7 Upon ratification of these Bylaws, the Steering Committee shall become the Acting EC. The Acting EC shall call for an EC meeting for the purpose of the election of officers. Nominations shall be taken in the same manner as established in these Bylaws for regular elections. The officers elected at this first EC meeting shall take office immediately and serve through the following June 30.
6 STANDING RULES
6.1 Standing Rules may be adopted, suspended, amended, or rescinded by a majority vote of the EC. Such a vote does not necessarily take place at an official EC meeting.
6.2 Standing Rules may be adopted, suspended, amended, or rescinded by a majority vote of HTTC members present at an EC meeting.
6.3 Changes to Standing Rules will be published and made available to HTTC members.
6.4 Issues not established in these Bylaws (such as dues requirements, league play, and eligibility for club events) shall normally be established by Standing Rules. These Bylaws cannot be suspended, amended, or rescinded by Standing Rules. In the event that a Standing Rule conflicts with any portion of these Bylaws, these Bylaws shall prevail.
7 BUDGET

7.1 The minimum balance of the treasury shall be $250. The balance may only fall below this minimum if spent on a specific project that will produce more income than expenses incurred.
7.2 In preparation for the Third Quarter meeting (in July, August, or September), the EC shall prepare and make available a proposed annual budget. At the Third Quarter meeting, the proposed budget shall be presented, discussed, and voted on by the HTTC members present. If the proposed budget fails to receive approval by a majority vote of the HTTC members present, the EC shall amend the proposed budget and present it for another vote. This amendment process shall be repeated until a budget is approved.
7.3 An approved budget shall be in effect until amended by a majority vote of HTTC members at an EC meeting. Budget amendments may be proposed by any HTTC member at any EC meeting.
7.4 The EC shall see that the HTTC operates according to the current budget. When practical, budgetary decisions not anticipated in the current budget shall be voted on by the HTTC members at an EC meeting. When necessary, a majority vote of the EC may decide such issues. Small day-to​day budgetary issues may be decided by the EC as a matter of convenience.
7.5 Expenditures or financial commitments (including, but not limited to, issuing checks) shall require the signatures of any two officers and shall be reported to the Treasurer and the President.
8 AMENDING THE BYLAWS
8.1 Amendments to these Bylaws may be voted on only at an EC meeting, after being proposed in writing at the Previous EC meeting. Amendments may be made only by a two-thirds vote of approval of HTTC members present at the EC meeting. The EC may, at its discretion, postpone such a vote until the next EC meeting if a quorum of one-half of the total HTTC membership is not present for the vote.
8.2 The substance of any approved amendment shall be published and made available to HTTC members.
9 RATIFICATION
9.1 Ratification of these Bylaws shall be by a written ballot. These Bylaws shall be published and made available to HTTC members at the regular HTTC weekly club playing nights for three consecutive weeks. Written ballots shall available at these same club meetings. Ballots shall be gathered, verified, and counted by the Steering committee. Only ballots carrying the signatures of HTTC members who have paid their 1991 annual dues in full shall be counted. Each eligible member may submit only one ballot. Ratification of these Bylaws requires a two-thirds approval of all valid ballots cast.
